Guidelines for Sellers
Hello and thank you for deciding to support Cheltenham Twins by being a seller at our annual nearly new sale.
The sale takes place at Bethesda Methodist Church, on Saturday 22nd May 2010.
The sale opens at 1.30pm and will be open until 3pm. Cheltenham Twins Group members will have exclusive access to the sale from 1.00pm.
Tea, coffee, cold drinks, cakes and biscuits will be available in the tea room next to the kitchen during the sale. 
This year, we are also playing host to a small number of businesses, each of which will have a table to sell their wares. 
Suggestions and guidelines for sellers
Equipment
· Please ensure that any equipment you wish to sell is clean and in good repair, and, where applicable, comes with all parts.
· If the equipment includes screws or other fixings, please ensure that they are kept together in some way and attached to the main body of the item.
· If you still have instruction or installation information, please include it.
· Please fix price labels to equipment securely.
· Due to space limitations, we are not able to take large items such as buggies and prams. Items that can be flat packed can be taken. If you would like to sell a buggy or other large item, you can advertise free of charge on our website – www.cheltenhamtwins.org. 
Toys & Games
· Please make sure that toys and games are in good working order, that jigsaws or puzzles are complete, and that books are in a good state of repair.
· Please note that, historically, soft toys have not sold particularly well at our sales.
· Please fix price labels securely.

Clothing & Shoes
· Clothes should be clean and in good condition.
· Clothes must be presented on hangers where appropriate, and, for vests or sleepsuits, in clear plastic bags (freezer bags work well) so that they can be displayed without getting them dirty.
· If you are selling clothes as an outfit, please make sure items are securely fixed together.
· Shoes should be securely fixed together in pairs.
· Please fix price labels onto clothes with safety pins rather than dressmakers pins, to ensure they do not fall off.
· When dropping items off for the sale, please put clothing into separate carrier bags according to size. Use shop sizes as a guide.

Labelling Your Items
· Using the enclosed green labels, please ensure that information is filled in clearly. Please include YOUR surname (Name) the size of the item (Age), a brief description (this is in case labels do come off items) and the price of the item. Against CTG Code No, please enter the sellers number specified at the top of this sheet.
· Please price items in multiples of 50pence.

General Information
Items for sale must be dropped off at Bethesda Methodist Church between 6pm and 7pm on Friday 21st May.
Unsold items must be collected from the church between 4pm and 5pm on Saturday 22nd May. Any uncollected items will be donated to a charity shop. 
Cheltenham Twins Group will take a percentage of the money taken from each item sold. For members of Cheltenham Twins, we take 20%, for non-members, 25% .
When you drop off your items, please include a SAE for your cheque to be returned to you.  To make things easier, the £2 admin fee for the sellers pack will be taken off your final total. If that’s not convenient for you, then please let Jenny Cameron know.
